	Children have been identified for extra PE sessions with the sports coach. The children were chosen for a number of reasons, however the main focus of these sessions is fitness. Pupil voice shows us that the children find these sessions challenging, however they do enjoy them due to the range of activities that they take part in.
	

	Increase the amount of children attending after school clubs.

	After school clubs are now well attended and all clubs have a range of year groups attending. This is building up relationships between children in these different year groups.
	

	Teachers continuing to delivering PE

	All teachers are currently delivering their own session of PE to their classes. This does vary in time meaning that some children receive more PE than others.
	CT to consider the timetable implications for those classes completing less PE than others.

	Continue to plan girls only events and competitions

	Girls only sports clubs have taken place all academic year and will do so for the rest of the year. One football match for girls only was arranged at a local school in Autumn term. More are planned as and when the weather improves.
	

	Dedicate specific days to sport.

	The whole school took part in the European School Sports Day. The children took part in extra PE sessions and learnt more about the importance of exercise on a healthy lifestyle.
	More days to be planned (timetable dependent) throughout the year.

	Children to understand and follow the rules of sports to ensure successful break and lunchtimes.

	Behaviour analysis shows that break and lunchtimes continue to have higher figures in terms of incidents. However, there has been a reduction from the same point in the last academic year. 
	Despite reduction in number of incidents at play and lunch, this will be monitored and further actions put into place to ensure the figure continues to drop.

	Health Champions from Y2 – Y6 to be appointed and to work with the PE lead/sports coach to provide ideas in how to improve the subject.

	Health Champions were appointed in Autumn Term and have worked with the sports coach on playtime provision.
	More work is needed with the PE lead including pupil voice.

	Use pupil voice to understand children’s opinion of PE and exercise.

	Pupils opinion of PE has been gained via informal ‘ad hoc’ discussions. 
	More formal pupil voice to take place in Spring term.

	Increase the variety of after school clubs on offer to allow children to develop key skills.

	After school clubs have been carefully planned to ensure that the children have a variety of options whilst also ensuring that there is interest there for children.
	

	Ensure equipment is available.

	Equipment is available for all lessons and at lunchtime. Where needed, this equipment has been replaced due to being unsafe/broken.
	

	Children to be given the opportunity to access forest school.

	Children have been given access during the school day to access forest school on a rota basis. This will change each half term. An after school club has also been delivered to key children.
	

	More SEN/less active children to participate in competitive sport.

	Less active children have been given opportunity to access extra sessions.
	SEN children to have events planned for them within school time.

	Consider PE as an intervention for some children

	PE has been used as an intervention for some children in KS2, although this did not continue through the whole year due to staffing constraints.

	

	Increase the amount of children attending after school clubs. 

	After school clubs have been well attended all year with each club having a waiting list of children on it. Discussions were held regarding employing a second coach for more popular clubs, however, this could not be financed.

	

	Healthy life styles week.


	Healthy Lifestyles week was held in June with all children taking part in a number of activities aimed at improving the knowledge of how to lead a healthy lifestyle. In the pupil survey, this question was answered quite poorly by the children.

	Follow up pupil voice activities have been planned for the new academic year.

	Teachers continuing to delivering PE
	Class teachers have continued to deliver additional sessions of PE, however, these have roughly been for around 30 mins due to timetabling constraints. 
	This will continue to be reviewed next academic year.

	Continue to plan girls only events and competitions
	Events have continued to be planned for girls only and have been received well. This year, only football matches took place away from school due to the interest of those children involved. During the PE review in Sept, discussions will be held about diversifying the extra-curricular offer.
Girls only sports at lunchtime have proved to be popular and seen an increase in the number of girls taking part. 
	This will continue next year.

	Dedicate specific days to sport.


	ESSD was held in the Autumn term and the children responded well to this. 
Sports Day was held in June and was extremely well received by both children and parents. Children enhoyed the competitive nature of the event and were showing all of our values during the event.

	Next academic year, I would like to raise the profile of this further so this will be discussed in the review meeting.

	Children to understand the importance of exercise on learning.

	Healthy Lifestyles week was held in June with all children taking part in a number of activities aimed at improving the knowledge of how to lead a healthy lifestyle.
	In the pupil survey, this question was answered quite poorly by the children so follow up pupil voice activities have been planned for the new academic year. Pupil voice activities will also take place to see whether children are fully linking the idead of a healthy lifestyle on achievements in other aspects of their life.

	Children to understand and follow the rules of sports to ensure successful break and lunchtimes.


	Play and lunchtimes continue to be the greatest source of behavioral incidents and a number of these can be linked to sporting activities. They understand the rules, however struggle with the idea of what is fair. 

	This is under ongoing review and will continue next year.

	Children to relate to sport positively
	Children do relate to sport positively and have really taken to having cricket during the summer term available at lunchtimes. In previous years, this has been basketball so the change in feelings towards a new sport is good to see. 

	This will be developed further with the coaching staff next year.

	Health Champions from Y2 – Y6 to be appointed and to work with the PE lead/sports coach to provide ideas in how to improve the subject.
Use pupil voice to understand children’s opinion of PE and exercise.

	Health Champions were appointed in Autumn and met a number of times throughout the year. Conversations centered on provision of after school clubs and how they could be improved. 
	Next year, the Health Champions will be developed further so that they have a greater role across the school throughout the year.

	Ensure teaching of PE lessons in school is GOOD. 

Adapt the PE curriculum where necessary.


	PE lessons for the most part have continued to be good. Coaches are knowledgeable and involved all children regardless of gender or SEND. Where lessons have not been as strong, the main reason has been behavior management. This was largely in the Spring term where a dance teacher was delivering sessions. This was fed back to the coaching company and they plan to send a stronger coach for these sessions next year.

	

	More frequent monitoring to take place of PE lessons in directed hours and to ensure that whole school scrap book is routinely updated.
	Evidence has been gathered more easily through the Aut and Spr terms, however, once again the Summer term proved particularly challenging to get staff to do so. 
	As part of the PE review, there are a number of different methods of evidence gathering that have been thought of by the PE lead. This will be decided in Autumn 2024.

	Increase the variety of after school clubs on offer to allow children to develop key skills.



	After school clubs have been a success this year with waiting lists for all that have been provided. There has not been a big drop off in numbers either over the course which is something that we have seen in the past.

	

	Ensure equipment is available.


	New equipment was ordered in Spring term to ensure that there was enough equipment for children to have access to good quality sessions.

	Regular review/audit by coaching staff to ensure that PE equipment is in good working order.

	Children to be given the opportunity to access forest school.

	Children have continued to have access to the Forest School throughout the year and all year groups have had some children. 
	Further development of this will take place next year.

	Arranging own competitions with local or partner schools.

	Competitions have taken place for football as the children told staff they specifically wanted football tournaments and matches. 
	The plan for next year is to widen the offer for more sports, however, will be reliant on financing and staffing of these events.
