Priorities for 2024-25


Improve pupils’ outcomes in writing across the school.


To increase the % of pupils passing the Phonics Screening Check at the end of Years 1 & 2


To develop pupil’s speaking and listening skills across the curriculum

2023-24 outcomes:


Reception- Good Level of development increased to 57%.


Year 1 Phonics Screening Check:  60% pupils passed.  This was lower than local and national phonics check results.  


KST1-Y2-Results:   53% of pupils achieved the expected standard in Reading; 30% in Writing and 47% in Maths.


KST2- Y6 Results:  


55% of pupils achieved the expected standard in Reading, Writing & Maths combined.  Nationally it was 61%.  


79% of pupils achieved expected or better in Reading; 58% in Writing and 67% in Maths.
